If you could please join the
meeting by no later than 09:50 Bangkok time, it would be much appreciated so that we are able to start
at 10:00 Bangkok time.



We will be recording the meeting for all participants who are unable to join us. We are unfortunately not
able to offer translation from English during the meeting. Please email virginie.hart@scssap.org,
reynaldo.molina@scssap.org or ssiriraksophon63@gmail.com if you have any concerns regarding the
meeting access and recording.

If you are presenting during the meeting and are using slides, we would greatly appreciate it if you could
please send us the slides in advance. We can then use these slides in case the connection is unstable and
a colleague is not able to present their slides.

In order to ensure a smooth meeting, there are a few things that we would like to kindly request from
each participant as outlined below.

Using Zoom During the Meeting

As this is a Zoom Meeting, all participants will be able to navigate and turn their cameras on and off, mute
and unmute their microphones, and raise their hands using the Zoom toolbars below.
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Video and Microphone Use During the Meeting

1) You can turn your camera and microphone on and off during the meeting using the buttons at the
bottom left-hand side of your screen.
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2) Please ensure that your microphone is muted when you are not speaking. We will be muting
participants’ microphones throughout the meeting if needed. We greatly appreciate your understanding
in this regard.
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3) If you find that your connection is unstable please turn off your video as this can help with bandwidth
challenges.
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Asking a Question or Making a Comment

1) Each time, before you speak during the meeting, please clearly say your full name and
organisation/country. This is for our colleagues who are taking minutes, and for everyone else on the call
to ensure that they know who is speaking.

2) We kindly ask that you please only speak when we call on you to speak. In order to show us that you
would like to ask a question or that you have a comment, please follow these steps:

When you join the meeting (or at any point throughout the meeting), please click the ‘Participants’ button
at the bottom of your screen:

At the bottom of the Participants’ list, on the right-hand side of your screen you should see a button that
says ‘Raise Hand’. When you would like to ask a question or make a comment, please click the ‘Raise Hand’
button. Your hand will then virtually raise and you will rise to the top of the Participants list.

The Chair will then call on you to speak. During the meeting, there may be several colleagues wishing to
speak at once. We will call on as many colleagues as quickly as possible subject to time availability. We
greatly appreciate your patience during this time.

When you are finished speaking or if you no longer have a question or comment please click the same
button that should now say ‘Lower Hand’, showing that you no longer wish to speak. Please remember
to then mute your microphone when you have finished speaking.

We would also ask colleagues to kindly include your institution along with your full name when filling
in your participant name.
